Despite its name, WGV 
likely has Fuggle parentage.

Usage: Dual use. Although often 
used for its distinctive flavor and 
aroma in a range of traditional 
English and Scottish ales, WGV
delivers good bittering potential for everything from milds and Scottish ale to bitter and 
pale ales. Its bitterness is consistently described as clean and crisp.
