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Record High Hop Acreage in Northwest Region Up 6 Percent from 2017

Hop Area strung for harvest in 2017 for Washington, Oregon, and Idaho is forecast at 54,135 acres, 6 percent more than
the 2016 crop of 50,857 acres. Washington, with 38,921 acres for harvest, accounts for 72 percent of the United States
total acreage. Oregon hop growers plan to string 8,045 acres, or 15 percent of the United States total for 2017, with Idaho
hop growers accounting for the remaining 13 percent, or 7,169 acres strung for harvest. Acreage increased from 2016 in
all three States with Idaho showing the largest increase at 27 percent. If realized, acreage will be record high in ldaho,

Oregon, Washington, and the United States.

The top five hop varieties strung for 2017 harvest in the United States are Cascade, Centennial, Citra, Simcoe and Zeus.
